15.Multidisciplinary / interdisciplinary

The institution since its inception has been known for inparting
holistic education to the students by enphasi zing the ecol ogi cal,
physi cal, social, noral values and life skills for self-devel opnent.
Along with this, the institution has al so incorporated

mul tidisciplinary approach into its teaching-I|earning dynam cs and
with the circulation of the FYGUP syl |l abus by the affiliating

uni versity, nodulation in the perception and preparations for
further inclusions in the existing curriculumwere di scussed.
Certain innovative approaches were al so adopted in order to

encour age students to devel op a conprehensi ve under st andi ng of
various disciplines. An add-on course, ‘Translating Provincial
North’, was provided to the students of the institution,
irrespective of their departnental affiliation by the Departnent of
English in collaboration with | QAC, Ananda Chandra Col | ege. The
course was jointly convened by Prof. Asima Sarker and Prof. Sam k
Dasgupta during July-August 2023.

16.Academic bank of credits (ABC):

The affiliated university of the college has circul ated information
in context of Academ c Bank of Credits. The institution has al so
taken the necessary initiatives and notices informng the students
about the sane were posted at regular intervals during the acadenic
year 2023-24.

17.SKill development:

Skill devel opnment has been practised in the institution as a part of
the curriculum The existing CBCS and NEP curriculum through the
Ski |l Enhancenent Course (SEC) has nade provisions for skill

devel opnent. Through these papers the students are trained in soft
and technical skills |like academ c witing, proof-reading,
apiculture, sericulture, preparation of pharnaceutical drugs
(Aspirin, Antacid) etc. which are necessary for various professions.
The institution conducted sonme skill enhancenent progranmes

t hr oughout the year.

18.Appropriateintegration of Indian Knowledge system (teaching in Indian Language, culture,
using online cour se)
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The teaching-learning in the Departnents other than English, happens
in bilingual node. In the Departnment of English though the |ectures
or instructions are delivered in English, study nmaterials are
provided in many cases in Bengali, along with English. The
Departnment of English in the 6th Senester also provides a paper
titled ‘“Indian Literature in English Translation’. As a part of this
course, students are encouraged to read the original source text.
The institution also has a Bengali and a Sanskrit departnent where
the faculties not only inpart curriculum based education but al so
dedi cate thenselves in the devel opnent of |inguistic consciousness
as a necessary elenent of cultural consciousness. Every year, the
Bengal i Departnment observes 21st February as “Bhasha Di bas’ as a
part of the nentioned practice. Cultural and traditional festivals,
i ke Saraswati Puja, Basanta Ut sab, Rabindra Jayanti are cel ebrated.
Days of National significance |ike Independence Day, Netaji’s

Bi rt hday, Republic Day, are also observed to instil in the students
patrioti smand national consciousness.

19.Focus on Outcome based education (OBE):Focus on Outcome based education (OBE):

For optim zation of the teaching-I|earning process, the institution
focusses on Qutcone based education (OBE). Education is inparted
followi ng the syllabus set by the University of North Bengal, but
the faculties are given full freedomto stucture their teaching
nodul e based on the objective of the concerned paper and al so on the
basis of their choice of evaluation nethod. Depending on the course
demands and students’ grasping ability, viva-voce, group discussion,
open book eval uation, project work, thene-based presentation etc.
are used for internal evaluation along with the traditional nethods.
Summati ve evaluation is also practiced so as to trace the

devel opnent of the students.

20.Distance education/online education:

The col |l ege has served as a Study Centre of the N.S. O U and Burdwan
University and the faculties of the institution are associated with
these two study centres. They not only deliver |ectures but also
participate in evaluation of answer scripts.. So it can be said that
the faculty are already exposed to the di stance net hodol ogi es.

Mor eover bl ended | earni ng nethods are used as and when necessary by
the faculties. Google fornms and Google classroomare regularly used
in teaching-learning and evaluation related processes. Students are
al so infornmed and encouraged to use online resources. The
institution also has active I NFLIBNET registration and the resources
are used equally by students and faculties.

The
cul m nati on of each senester followed the prescribed academ c
calendar, with formal internal exam nations adm nistered by al
departnments. These exam nati ons assessed students' conprehensive
under st andi ng of the concepts and courses covered throughout the
senester, ensuring a robust eval uation process aligned with academ c
standards. Overall, the institution's approach to academ c
schedul i ng and eval uation for the 2023-24 session prioritized
