1. Awareness Programme on Some Common Medicinal plants

Venue: Tista Parer Bidyamandir, Jalpaiguri 

Programme details: The programme aims to generate awareness among children about the 

importance of common plants growing in the surrounding environment and their importance as 

remedies for common diseases and ailments. 12 students of Department of Botany, A.C. College, 

Jalpaiguri accompanied by teachers Prof Suman Sen, Dr. Pushpanjali Ray and Smt Ankita Biswas visited 

Tista Parer Bidyamandir, a private non Government -Free school for children of nearby poor 

neighborhood in the outskirts of Jalpaiguri. The aim of the programme was to make the children aware 

of the beneficial properties of some common plants having medicinal as well as other therapeutic 

characters. Students carried photograph, live plant specimen and their own handmade placards. The 

medicinal properties of some very common plants from the neighborhood were discussed with the 

children. In the interactive session the students (of AC College) communicated with the children in 

easy and simple language which made the children feel comfortable and they also participated actively 

in the learning process.
