Major Paper - | (History of India — Prehistory and Protohistory)

The objectives of studying this paper are to trace the evolution of human civilization in the Indian
subcontinent from different perspectives. Firstly, to explore the Paleolithic and Mesolithic periods by
investigating early human settlements and adaptation to changing environments.
